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Lenten Regulations

Fasting and Abstinence

Everyone 18 or older, and under 59 years of age, is
bound to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. On
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, only one full
meatless meal is allowed. Two other meatless meals,
sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according
to each one’s needs, but together they should not equal
another full meal. Eating between meals is not
permitted. When health or ability to work would be
seriously affected, the law does not oblige.
Abstinence from Meat on Fridays

Everyone 14 years of age or older is bound to abstain
from meat on Ash Wednesday, all the Fridays of Lent
and Good Friday.

Penance During Lent

The season of Lent is a penitential time and should be
marked by some form of self-denial. Catholics should
not lightly excuse themselves from these prescribed
minimal penitential practices.

Operation Rice Bowl
St. Jude will again participate in Operation Rice Bowl this

year. Operation Rice Bowl is the official Lenten program of
Catholic Relief Services (CRS) to help people in poverty.
Please consider picking up a rice bowl and calendar. The
calendars that contain personal stories from beneficiaries of
CRS’ overseas programs, Lenten reflections and activities,
and recipes of simple meat-less meals from different
countries and a box for donated monies. Families are
encouraged to use the daily reflections to enhance their
Lenten experience and set goals for their own contributions.
Monies collected will be sent to CRS after Easter.

No Flowers in Church During Lent
During this holy season of Lent, the church building should

be marked by simplicity. The altar and sanctuary are not to
be decorated with flowers (Ceremonial of Bishops, no. 252).
We ask that flowers please not be placed anywhere in the
church during Lent (February 17 — April 4). This includes
the altar, near the statues of the Blessed Virgin Mary, St.
Jude, or the tabernacle area. Thank you for your cooperation
and may this be a very fruitful Lenten season culminating
with a beautifully adorned church at Easter.

Ministry Spotlight - Lectors

The Second Vatican Council declared that Christ “is present
in his word since it is he himself who speaks when the holy
Scriptures are read in the Church”. Lectors, when
proclaiming the Scriptures during the Liturgy of the Word,
make Christ present in a special and important way. This is a
great privilege indeed. The dynamic of hearing the
Scriptures as they are read aloud, or proclaimed, in church in
the context of the Mass, is the means by which Christ
becomes present. Therefore, lectors work hard to proclaim
the Scriptures in such a way as to allow God to speak his
word through them to the Eucharistic assembly - to touch the
hearts of those gathered together.

The lector ministry is open to all persons who meet the basic
qualifications: to be a confirmed Catholic living in
communion with the Church. As with all ministries, the
Church recognizes that there must be a call, an inward
movement of the Holy Spirit, which prompts the parishioner
to come forward to discern his/her call, willingness and
suitability to be a lector.
