Fasting and Abstinence 
Everyone 18 or older, and under 59 years of age, is 
bound to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  On 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, only one full 
meatless meal is allowed. Two other meatless meals, 
sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according 
to each one’s needs, but together they should not equal 
another full meal. Eating between meals is not 
permitted. When health or ability to work would be 
seriously affected, the law does not oblige. 
Abstinence from Meat on Fridays 
Everyone 14 years of age or older is bound to abstain 
from meat on Ash Wednesday, all the Fridays of Lent 
and Good Friday. 
Penance During Lent 
The season of Lent is a penitential time and should be 
marked by some form of self-denial.  Catholics should 
not lightly excuse themselves from these prescribed 
minimal penitential practices. 

Receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation 
The Sacrament of Reconciliation (Confession) will be 
offered in English on Monday, March 22 from 6:30PM to 
8:30PM . Through this sacrament, we meet Christ in his 
Church ready and eager to absolve and restore us to new life. 
The graces of Christ are conferred in the sacraments by 
means of visible signs that are acts of worship, symbols of 
the grace given and recognizable gestures through which the 
Lord bestows his gifts.
