If your child was not baptized at St. Jude, please include a
copy of their Baptismal certificate with your registration form. Students must have also
completed two years (one year prior and the current year) of religious education in order
to receive the Sacrament of First Eucharist.

Your cancelled check will be your receipt. Please allow two weeks for processing after
submitting your paperwork. Class assignments will be e-mailed to you prior to the first
day of class. Class assignments are determined by birthdate, sex, grade in school and other
criteria used to balance class dynamics. Students must be 3 years old as of September 1,
2009 to participate in our programs.

Volunteers are essential to the success of our program. Please review the volunteer form
and prayerfully consider how your time and talent can be used to help our children’s faith
formation. All volunteers must complete the Archdiocesan Safe Environment Training
Program. Once you complete the training, it is good for 5 years.

Students are assigned to classes on a first-come, first-served basis. We cannot guarantee
that class space will be available. In the event we have to cancel a class due to not enough
participants or catechists, we will notify you and process a refund of any fees paid.
